This proposed change will be voted on by the
active members of the church at the Annual Business Meeting on Thursday, September 9, 2010. The proposed change is as follows (in bold ):
Article IX — Boards

1. Diaconate. The Diaconate shall consist of “not less than seven and no more than nine” Church members elected by the membership at the annual
meeting. Etc.

2. Board of Trustees. The Board of Trustees shall consist of “not less than seven and no more than nine  ” members elected by the Church membership at
the annual meeting. Etc.

3. Board of Christian Education. The Board of Christian Education shall consist of “not less than seven and no more than nine” members elected by the
Church membership at the annual meeting. Etc.

4. Board of Missions and Evangelism. The Board of Missions and Evangelism shall consist of “not less than seven and no more than  nine” members
elected by the Church membership at the annual meeting. Etc.

Metals

The production of cell phones, laptops, ink jet cartridges and jewelry are all dependent on one or more rare metals such as platinum, palladium, rhodium and even gold!
The mining of metals for consumer electronics and jewelry is the #1 cause of toxic pollution in the United States!
The average U.S. gold mine uses 3,520,000 pounds of cyanide per year!

Cell Phones

Over 100 million cell phones are stockpiled in U.S. households creating 50,000 tons of potentially hazardous waste.
On average Americans replace their cell phones every 12-18 months. An estimated 130 million cell phones are discarded annually in the U.S. alone.
Cell phones contain toxic substances including Arsenic, Antimony, Beryllium, Cadmium, Copper, Lead, Nickel and Zinc which leak into soil and groundwater and form toxins during incineration

which have been associated with cancer and a range of reproductive, neurological and developmental disorders.
The cadmium from a single cell phone is capable of polluting 158,200 gallons of water. (That’s 2.4 million 8-ounce sodas!)

Laptop Computers

It takes about 600 pounds of fossil fuels and chemicals to create the chips for one personal computer.

70 pounds of water are used to rinse out impurities in a single chip.
The amount of waste generated to produce one laptop is close to 4,000 times its weight.
When you throw away a 5 pound laptop you are throwing away roughly 20,000 pounds of waste.
